President Judy Sabol called the meeting to order at 6:59 pm in the High School Media Center and introduced the officers.  The minutes were read and approved.
TREASURERS REPORT: Treasurer Bruce Wilson showed our available cash as $1,989.85.  A new expense is the new orchestra website (the district website did not have enough room for the orchestra’s and band’s needs).  The orchestra expense is $48.00 for two years, which we have agreed to pay for.  Following this, our cash available is now $1,941.85.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:  

Sponsorships: Chair Vickie Szczurek updated forms for this year and requested that they be placed on the website.  They will be available at the Welcome Back Dinner and were in the newsletter.  She emailed last year’s business sponsors and will be visiting local businesses this week.

Newsletter: Editor Laura Williams formatted the August newsletter and mailed it out to all orchestra families.  This was the last printed newsletter.  All future ones will be electronic, and emailed (possibly with a link) and posted on the orchestra website.
Secretary Jayne will find out who to submit an announcement to for the HS PSO newsletter (Beth will assist) about our newsletter going electronic.

Welcome Back Dinner:  There is a form in the newsletter outlining the grade levels and what the students bring.  They are to turn in their forms to RSVP.  The Boosters will supply the main course of chicken and pizza.  Judy and Jayne will order and pick these up. Student Officers are planning the dinner.  We will have flyers for volunteering and sponsorship available.

Honey Hut Fundraiser:  Judy has set up our fundraiser at Honey Hut for the night of the Homecoming Parade, October 7.  There will be flyers available that have to be turned in with an order, and we will then receive a percentage of that order.
Spooktacular:  The event is a Tuesday this year.  Joanna Staikoff will chair the volunteers for the event.  We will need volunteers to help usher and oversee students.  The teachers will be talking with Keyclub and other groups to help with events.  Our orchestra students will be asked to donate bags of candy that will be used to fill treat bags.  Boosters have donated the plastic or paper treat bags in the past.

Advertising:  Chair Erika Henry will do news releases of orchestra activities.

OLD BUSINESS:

2009-2010 Banquet Update:  We are booked this year for May 31, 2011.  Last year’s was the largest attendance yet.  Vickie solicited door prizes from local businesses and sponsors.

NEW BUSINESS:

2010-2011 Budget:  Bruce presented and reviewed the proposed budget.  We have conservative estimates of income due to the poor economy.  We haven’t yet received any payment for our running of the sports concessions twice last year, and Judy is pursuing this.  There was discussion of what we might keep in reserve for New York trip expenses that we might support.  All the staff were worked into the price of the trip, so we will not sponsor a nurse or administrator to attend.  However there may be other expenses for the students/trip that may occur so we decided to keep $750 marked for this.  The trip was explained for the new parents in attendance—the trip is for all junior and senior orchestra students, as well as ALL those in Chamber orchestra.  There will be a general meeting on September 16 at 8pm in the auditorium for trip-goers.  This trip is in combination with junior and senior choir members.
Following discussion, the budget was passed as presented.

Committee Chairs:  We need a few more Chairpersons, or Co-Chairs for Hoodies, St.Basil reception, Winter Concert reception (set up donated cookies with a couple of volunteers), and the Poinsettia sale.

Upcoming Events: Welcome Back Dinner Sept. 8, our next Booster meeting Sept. 13, the Sept.16 trip meeting, regional orchestra auditions Sept.25, the Oct. 7 Honey Hut fundraiser, and the October 19 Spooktacular.  The Sibs Picnic with hayride is tentatively scheduled for Oct.23.
Yard Signs:  Beth Smith will look into orchestra yard signs which we will sell as a small fundraiser.  They are about $10 a sign.

Speech and Debate Fundraiser:   Jayne Trautman explained a proposal from Mary Frances Grady to do concessions at the Speech and Debate Team’s event at the Middle School in October.  Jayne will get more details about what this would entail, and there was a concern that the Stage Crew usually does the concession at the Middle School.
Reimbursement form: there was a proposal that we have an official reimbursement form, and this carried for Bruce to create one.

Angie’s Pizza Fundraiser:  This was suggested, as we promote purchases there with a flyer and when people call in their order we would receive 10% from the order.  We can choose a specific night for this in our promotion.  Steve Cocchiola will call and pursue this.  He will give details on address and contact to Vickie so that she can pursue them as a business contact and potential sponsor.  We might purchase the pizza for the Welcome Back Dinner from them.

OPEN FLOOR:

The Directors:  Mr.Cocchiola  thanked the Boosters for the new orchestra website.  The band and orchestra are splitting the cost and each have their own site.

He has posted all the music the students need online.  The Spooktacular music is there for the orchestras, and what the students need for auditions.  The passwords for downloads are “orchestra” and “maestro”.  Boosters also have an area on the website with our forms, minutes, etc.
There will be a colored flyer promoting the event, as in the past.  Feedback from last year is being utilized, and there will be better cueing of the master of ceremonies, as well as more durable glow-sticks and a balcony station.  If you think of something to improve the event, then please email Chuck or Steve.

Mr. Valley described some of the details for the New York trip, and it will be more fully explained at the September 16th meeting.  A new tour agency is coordinating, and payments can be made in installments online and should go much more smoothly than in the past.  There will be numerous fundraising opportunities for the students, and they are trying to keep the trip cost below $700.

Poinsettia Sale:  We decided to set the poinsettia delivery for the first Friday in December (December 3).
Our next meeting will be Monday September 13 at 7:00pm in the HS Media Center.
