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President Judy Sabol called the meeting to order at 7:04pm in the High School Media Center.  The minutes from September were read and approved.

TREASURERS REPORT:  Judy read Treasurer Bruce Wilson’s report to the Boosters.  Income came from our volunteering with the Athletic Boosters last year (concessions)--$271.92 and Honeyhut--$236.38.  Expenses were $9.36 for the newsletter, $17.87 for cardstock for sponsors’ tickets, and $42.50 for education support for music.  Our total ending cash is $4,702.63.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Sponsorship:  Chair Vickie Szczurek reported that she has changed the name from “Business” Sponsors, to “Community” Sponsors to better reflect our donors.  She has 3 new ones, Huntington Learning Center, CVCC, and St. Basil’s.  This brings our total from this segment to $1,400.  She will not be pursuing any more of this type of sponsor.

Individual Sponsors have increased 11 more, for a total of 30.  This brings this total to $1,650.00.  Additional ones may continue to come in through the school year.

Newsletter:  Editor Laura Williams needs articles this week.  She will include a list of Sponsors, information from the Directors, a calendar with upcoming events, a thank you to our various volunteers, and a variety of order forms.  She will meet with Judy and Steve to fine-tune information to put in.

Spooktacular:  Cheryl Klima has volunteered to help Joanna Staikoff coordinate our concert volunteers.  Volunteers will arrive at 6:30 for the Spooktacular, students’ call-time is 6:45.  Students and Student Officers helped fill 360 treat bags.  They were Brendan Balasko, Cristel Baterina, Dan Bucci, Matt Klima, Lisa Mickey, Erin Schaffield, Christina Soong, and Stephanie Swedik.  Thank you to all of them, and also to Dylan Trautman for decorating a large box to promote and store the collection of the candy donations from students during the previous week.  Boosters donated treat bags, as did Kathy Fleming.  Treats will be handed out at the end of the concert.  Jim Procuk will again be our MC for the evening, with the assistance of Mrs. Valley.

Hoodies:  Cheryl Melina and Cheryl Barr will be working on this.  The students will be asked to turn in designs which will be voted on.  Once these details are settled on, then the co-chairs can work on pricing and other details.

Advertising/Publicity:  Cindy Harder has information out in the media.  If you have a copy of an article form the local newspapers, please save it for her.  It was suggested to use our new website for people to gain up-to-date information, rather than the Performing Arts Hotline.  

She shared a publicity/performance opportunity in Akron where individuals and groups could perform as people take a house tour at the Victorian Hower House.  She shared available weekends, but some already have holiday performances by the students scheduled.  Students can let Mr. Cocchiola know of their interest.

Honeyhut Fundraiser: Two of our quartets performed—Chamber and Concert—to entertain the crowd enjoying ice cream.  The hours of 6:30 to 8:30pm worked will for parade-goers to attend before, during, and after.  Turn-out was great.

Angie’s Pizza Fundraiser:  since the band picked Monday as their night, we have selected Sunday.  This fundraiser goes on all day and we will receive 10% of every order that identifies itself as supporting the BBHHS Orchestra Boosters.  They will send Judy a monthly check. With fundraisers, it was suggested that there could be a place on the website for these.  In there, we could put link to those businesses that have a website.  This would differentiate them from our donors who might have links to their websites on that section of our website.  

OLD BUSINESS:

Yard signs:  this was tabled due to a lack of interest.

Committee Chairpersons/Vacant Positions:  Judy thanked Cheryl for offering to help Joanna with Concert volunteers.  She asked that Laura put something in the newsletter to ask for volunteers, as it is good to have a reminder that we welcome help throughout the year.

NEW BUSINESS:  

Poinsettias:  Judy had bad news that Dean’s no longer sell poinsettias.  With help from officers, she found an alternate resource for our fundraiser—Kollman’s Greenhouse, which is located in Twinsburg.  A motion was made to use Kollman’s and discussion followed.  The prices are similar, as are the color availability.  The motion passed to use them, as did a motion to have Boosters cover the $15 flat rate delivery charge, rather than passing that along to the students. We will proceed with this, and students can start taking orders Nov. 1, and turn in orders Friday Nov. 12.  The poinsettias will be delivered Friday, Dec 3 and all orders must be prepaid and picked up between 3 and 7 that day.  Terri Speck, Cheryl Barr, and Judy Sabol will coordinate the sale.

Holiday Concert:  Ticket prices will remain the same as last year.  There will be advance sales to students, and tickets will be available at the door for the community.  Senior citizens are free, as are staff members with their badges.

Newsletter:  There was a motion to keep the newsletter.  Discussion was regarding the viability since information is available in other places. However it is thought that information is consolidated in the newsletter, parents are familiar with it as a resource, and more news about the orchestra is good news to get the word out about what the students are doing.  Also, it is only 4 times a year.  The motion passed to keep the newsletter.

OPEN FLOOR:
Student Officers:  Representative Matt Klima proposed a motion to change the Booster financial support from the annual student Courtyard gathering after the final concert, to an alternative that would be a reception for Mr. Valley at our school.  The motion passed, and our financial support will be diverted to this alternate gathering.

Mr. Cocchiola: shared the success of the Honeyhut Fundraiser.  He shared details for Spooktacular and the help that will come from Key Club, Drama Club, and the Art Club.  Bread and Beyond will again be selling refreshments.  There will also be face-painting and Judy volunteered her daughter, Emily, to do balloon animals.

The Sibs breakfast will be tomorrow morning before school, and the officers are planning the Sibs picnic soon (probably Nov. 13 at 1pm).  The hayride will be at the Strongsville Chalet Oct. 23, but there is no home for the bonfire yet.

The catalog fundraiser was due today, and they extended the turn-in to the end of the week.  Students will receive 45% of their order for their trip account.  Payment is at delivery of the items.

Swarm Board: Melissa Rohrer is gathering things for the board.  It will be up for the May concert.

Locker signs:  Jayne Trautman spearheaded a Booster project to put locker signs up for each concert.  Matt thought locker signs were great recognition.  The Spooktacular has signs for the freshmen (created by Deryk Trautman). The Holiday Concert will be for sophomores, the Winter for juniors, leading up to the May Concert for seniors.  Boosters offered to help put these up for concerts and Jayne will contact you.
