President Judy Sabol called the meeting to order at 7:07pm in the High School Media Center.  The minutes were read and approved with one correction.

TREASURERS REPORT:  Our beginning cash was $1,989.85.  $475.00 was deposited from Sponsorship donations.  Expenses included those from the Welcome Back Dinner--$280.27 for the pizza and chicken.  Another expense was for the newsletter, and was $47.52.  We also paid our portion of the new website for $48.  Our total expenses were $375.79.  Our total ending cash (net of student accounts) is $2,089.06.

Treasurer Bruce Wilson also shared the newly created reimbursement form.  It is to be completed for all purchases made for Boosters, and turned in to Bruce with the receipt attached.  It is important to have all receipts for documentation.  If the receipt was lost, then this can be indicated on the form and details for the purchase need to be included.

SECRETARY:  Jayne will be submitting information about the Booster newsletter going paperless in the next HS PSO Herald newsletter.

Jayne followed up with and presented further information about the potential fundraising activity with the Talking Bees.  Since the meet is at the MS in October, the Stage Crew there usually does concessions as their fundraiser.  This is activity is on hold, as Mary Frances will get back to her if the speech and debate team still needs someone to run the concessions.  Their meet is October 23.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Sponsorship:  Vickie Szczurek reported that she has 6 business sponsors (Planned Financial, Royalton Music, Stagehouse Vision, Star Sports, Mayor Hruby, and Town and Country Driving School).  She has two others she is pursuing.  Business sponsors have donated $1,100 to date.  She also announced that she has 19 Family Sponsors, for $1,150.00 to date.

Honey Hut Fundraiser: Judy has finalized arrangements for the fundraiser on October 7 from 6:30 to 8:30, during the homecoming parade.  Boosters will receive 20% of the event sales if the buyer uses a flyer.  Judy will have flyers printed, and these will be handed out at lunches that day.  There will be emails from Mr. Cocchiola to orchestra, band, and staff.  Copies will also be given to Miss Marsh to give to her students.  We are hoping some of the orchestra program groups will perform.

Spooktacular: Joanna Staikoff will coordinate concert volunteers for the event.  She would like someone to volunteer to be her assistant, please.  Volunteers will usher and supervise students.

There will be colored flyers printed for the event that the orchestra students will create.  These will be taken to the elementary schools the week of October 4, so they are ready to go in take-home folders.  Cindy Harder will be getting the publicity out for the event.

The orchestra students will donate candy and fill treat bags.  Boosters will supply the bags.  Jayne will purchase 200.  We will also get the orange drink from McDonald’s (Judy).  Chuck will explore getting a hayride.  The student officers will talk about ideas for games.

Advertising/ Publicity:  Our chair for this will be Cindy Harder.  She has been sending out press releases to the early local media.
OLD BUSINESS:

Welcome Back Dinner Wrap-up: This was our largest turn-out, with 103 signing up.  We had left-over food, but after running short last year we purchased extra.   It helped to have people serving the pizza and chicken, and this may have rationed the amount taken differently.  The paper products that seniors are to bring need to be assigned so there is even distribution of the donations.  We were also low on beverages.

Angie’s Pizza Fundraiser: A motion was passed to pursue this fundraiser.  We picked Monday night, and when people call-in, they are to announce that they are supporting the orchestra.  We will receive 10% of the order.  Judy will follow-up with them.

Committee Chairpersons/ vacant positions:  We need someone to assist Joanna with coordinating volunteers.

We need someone to coordinate the Winter Concert reception.  Duties include setting up the donated refreshments (orchestra students are asked to bring in cookies) and helping serve them.

We also need someone to help with the Poinsettia Sale.

NEW BUSINESS:

Huntington Learning Center Fundraiser:  A motion was passed to pursue this fundraising opportunity.  They will do an ad for ACT/SAT prep and if a person mentions the ad and the HS orchestra, then Boosters will receive a percentage of their fee.

There will be a meeting for the New York trip at 8pm on Thursday September 16 in the auditorium.

Seating for the orchestras is completed.  They are very proud of the preparedness of all of the students.
